ASSOCIATION GENERAL RULES

CONSTITUTION

1.
The Association shall be call the North East Wales Regional Badminton Association (hereinafter called 'the Association').

2.
The area of the Association shall comprise the former Boroughs of Alyn and Deeside, Delyn, Glyndwr and Rhuddlan.

3.
The Association shall be responsible for the promotion and administration of the game of badminton within its area on behalf of the Welsh Badminton Union (hereinafter called 'the Union').

4. 
The Association shall consist of:

(i) Clubs within its area affiliated by annual subscription to the Association and the Union.

(ii) Individual members affiliated by annual subscription to the Association and the Union.

(ill) Duly elected life vice-presidents.

Affiliation shall signify acceptance of the rules of the Association and the Union.

AFFILIATION

5. 
The affiliation of clubs and individual members shall be by the payment of an annual subscription which shall be determined at the Association's annual general meeting.

6. 
Those liable for affiliation fees shall be:

(i) Senior clubs and all their senior and junior members whether playing competitive badminton or not

(ii) Junior clubs and all their members whether playing competitive badminton or not

(iii) Junior squads (which shall be affiliated as junior clubs) and all their members whether playing competitive badminton or not

(iv) Schools having teams playing in non-schools leagues shall be affiliated as junior clubs and pay the club fee only.

(v) Individuals who are not full members of a club shall pay the affiliation fee via an affiliated club and be classed as associate members of that club.

7.
Life vice-presidents shall not be liable for an affiliation fee.

8. 
The membership fees of all clubs shall include all affiliation fees except that no individual member shall be liable to pay more than one affiliation fee.

9. 
Affiliation fees shall be paid on a prescribed date which will be notified to all clubs. Any club and all its members whose affiliation fees are not paid on the prescribed date shall cease to be members of the Association until the fees are paid at which time clubs shall be liable to a financial penalty. The affiliation

fees of clubs not affiliated the previous season and individual members joining the Association after the prescribed date shall be due on joining. Clubs can pay for their club's affiliation fee by selling a page of the handbook for £31.00 (income to association) with second and subsequent pages income being retained by the clubs.

10. 
Association handbooks shall be issued to all affiliated clubs on the basis of one handbook to each registered player, free of charge.

11. 
Clubs situated in the Association's area not affiliated to the Association shall not be permitted to join any other county association.

ADMINISTRATION AND FINANCE

12. 
The business of the Association shall be administered by a Management Committee comprising elected officials of the Association and nominated senior club representatives.  All members of the Management

Committee shall be affiliated to the Association either by subscription or as life vice-presidents.

13. 
Officials of the Association shall be elected at the annual general meeting and shall comprise: chairman, vice-chairman, secretary, treasurer, press secretary, sponsorship secretary, coaching secretary,

tournament secretary, Challenge Cup Secretary, senior team manager, junior team manager, secretaries and treasurers of senior and junior league, chairman and treasurer of the Junior Development Committee.

14.
Each affiliated senior club shall nominate one of its members as its representative to serve on the Management Committee.

15. 
The Management Committee shall have the power to perform the functions conferred upon it by these rules and the rules of the Union, to interpret them and to determine any matters not contained in them. Any

ad hoc provision made under this rule shall remain in force only until the annual general meeting, following its adoption unless incorporated into the Association's rules is a resolution of that meeting.

16. 
The term of office of the Management Committee shall be from the end of one annual general meeting to the end 01 the next annual general meeting.

17. 
The Management Committee shall meet at such times as to properly conduct the business of the Association except that is must meet between the 24th April and the date of the annual general meeting to

consider the balance sheet, statement of accounts and resolutions to be put before the annual general meeting. Not less that ten days' written notice shall be given of a Management Committee meeting and shall be sent to all its members.

18. 
At meetings of the Management Committee, ten of its members shall constitute a quorum. If a nominated club representative is unable to attend a Management Committee meeting, another member of the club

shall be required to attend with full voting rights.

19. 
Special Management Committee meetings may be called by the Association secretary or on the written request of four affiliated clubs or four Management Committee members specifying the reason for which

such a meeting is required The meeting shall be held within 21 days of the receipt of the requisition

20.
If the position of any official of the Association falls vacant during its term of office the Management Committee shall have the right to appoint a successor without holding a general meeting. If the position of any club representative falls vacant during its term of office, the vacancy shall be filled by the club.

21. 
The Management Committee shall have the right to co-opt members to carry out specified special duties. Such co-opted members shall be entitled to attend Management Committee meetings but only elected

officials and club representatives shall have voting rights except as provided for in rule 24.

22. 
Standing Sub-Committees having particular responsibilities shall comprise officials of the Association together with nominated and co-opted members specified as follows:

(a) Administration and Finance

Chairman, secretary, treasurer, senior and junior league treasurers.

(b) Challenge Cup

Vice-chairman, Challenge Cup secretary and senior league secretary, match secretary and one member nominated by the senior league.

(c) 
Tournaments

(i) Senior Tournaments

Vice-Chairman, Tournament Sec. Cup Sec., Senior League Sec., Senior League Match Sec., Association Press Sec., Senior League Press Sec., Association Senior Teams Manager and two players

nominated by the Senior League.

(ii) Junior Tournaments

Vice-Chairman, Tournament Sec., Association Press Sec., Association Junior Teams Managers, Head Coaches of Centre of Excellence Squad/Centre of Development/Junior County Squads and two parents

representing players in the Junior County Squads.

(d) Team Selection

Chairman, senior team manager and junior team managers.

(e) Coaching

Vice-chairman, coaching secretary and three co-opted members.

Sub-committees shall meet as necessary to properly perform their duties except that it shall be a requirement that a meeting of the Administration and Finance Sub-Committee be held during

February each year for the purpose of determining recommended Association affiliation fees for the next subsequent season. Such recommended fees, subject to ratification at the annual general meeting, shall be advised to all affiliated clubs not later than 28th February. All members of sub-committees shall have full voting rights at meetings of their respective committees. The Management Committee shall have the right to appoint ad hoc sub-committees as the need arises and to delegate to them such power as to perform

their duties.

23. 
The annual general meeting 01 the Association shall be held on the third Wednesday in May each year.

24. 
In addition to the officials nominated in rule 13, the following shall be elected at the annual general meeting, but shall not be classed as officials unless otherwise provided for.

(i) The president of the Association.

(ii) Union representatives as required by the rules of the Union.

(iii) The honorary Association auditor.

(iv) Life vice-presidents.

If any elected Union representative is neither an elected official of the Association nor a club representative, that person shall be co-opted to the Management Committee with full voting rights. Life vice-presidents shall only be elected on the nomination of the Management Committee and shall have the right to attend meetings of the Management Committee and general meetings but without voting rights unless an elected official of the Association.

25. 
The Association treasurer shall present to the annual general meeting, an audited balance sheet of the Association's financial affairs to 31st March each year together with an estimated statement of accounts projected to 31st May. The balance sheet and statement of accounts shall be sent to all those in respect of the notice of the annual general meeting.

26. 
All resolutions to be put to the annual general meeting shall be submitted in writing and received by the secretary not later than 24th April.

27. 
Special general meetings may be called by a resolution of the Management Committee or at the written request of six affiliated senior clubs stating the resolution or resolutions to be put to such a meeting.

Special general meetings shall be held within 21 days of the receipt of the requisition.

28. 
Not less than ten days' written notice shall be given 01 a general meeting and shall be sent to all elected officials, affiliated clubs and life Vice-presidents. The notice shall be accompanied by the agenda for the

meeting and shall be allowed at general meetings.

29. 
Persons entitled to vote at general meetings shall be all elected officials and senior members affiliated by subscription. Fifteen such persons shall constitute a quorum.

30. 
The rules of the Association may be altered, rescinded or added to only at general meetings and provided that due notice has been given of the proposed alteration, rescission or additions required under rules 26, 27 and 28.

31. 
At general meetings and meetings of the Management Committee and sub-committee's resolutions shall be carried by a simple majority. In the event of a tie the chairman of the meeting shall have the casting vote. In the absence of the nominated chairman or vice-chairman of any meeting a substitute shall be appointed by the members present and shall be entitled to the casting vote.

32. It shall be the responsibility of club secretaries to notify all club members of all communications issued by the Association secretary.

COUNTY TEAMS

33. 
Those eligible to represent the Association in county matches shall be affiliated to the Association and comply with the qualifications of county players laid down by the WBU.

34. 
No player representing any other county association shall concurrently represent the Association during the same season regardless of qualification under rule 33.

35. 
Association colours of an approved design shall be awarded by the Management Committee on the recommendation of the respective team managers on the basis of six appearances for a senior team and six appearances for a junior team. Only current and ex-members of the Association's team shall be entitled to wear colours.

LEAGUES

36. 
Except where the rules of the Association or of the Union specify otherwise, leagues within the Association's area shall be administratively and financially independent.

37. 
Affiliated clubs may join any league in the Association's area unless prevented from doing so by the rules of that league.

38. 
All clubs affiliated to the Association having a team playing in a league outside the Association's area shall be required to play at lest one team in a league in the Association's area unless excused from doing so by a resolution of a general meeting of the Association.

39. 
League secretaries shall submit to the Association secretary, not later than 30th June, all information as may be required by the Association secretary for publication in the Association handbook.

40. Leagues and their constituent clubs shall hold their annual general meetings prior to the Association's annual general meeting.

TOURNAMENTS

41. 
The Association shall have the right to hold open, restricted and special tournaments at junior and senior levels and to determine the format. The Association may also arrange and hold tournaments on behalf of the Union. All tournaments shall be sanctioned by the Union.

42. 
The Tournament Committee shall have the power to impose any conditions and regulations on a tournament and the submission of a tournament entry form shall signify the acceptance of such conditions

and regulations.

43. The Tournament Committee shall have the right to refuse entry to a tournament of any player for a specified reason.

CUP AND PLATE COMPETITIONS

44. 
Entry to the Challenge Cup and Plate competitions shall be restricted to clubs affiliated to the Association. Entry to the competitions shall not be compulsory, but participating clubs may enter any number of teams.

Clubs entering the Cup competition must indicate whether they wish to participate in the Plate competition if qualified to do so as provided for In rules 46 and 47.

45. 
If the number of teams entering the Cup competitions is such that a full draw cannot be made, teams entering will be seeded, based on their handicaps. The top number of seeds required to give a full draw in the second round will receive byes from the first round.

46. 
If the first round of the Cup competition comprises a full draw, teams qualifying for the Plate competition shall be those who play and lose in this round.

47. 
If the first round of the Cup competition does not comprise a full draw, teams qualifying for the Plate competition shall be those who play and lose in the first round plus those who play and lose in the second round provided they have not played and won in the first round.

48. 
The first round draw of the Plate competitions shall include all qualifying teams regardless of handicap.

49. 
Except as provided for in rule 45, the ties for each round of the Cup and Plate competitions shall be obtained by an unseeded draw, the first team out of the draw being the home team who shall be responsible for arranging the date and venue of the match and informing the visiting team at least seven days before the commencement of the club match. The draw for the semi-finals shall be made in the presence of the participating team captains immediately prior to the matches being played. The Cup Committee shall endeavour to arrange semi-final and ties on neutral courts, but may nominate any venue at their discretion.

50. 
When required to do so, each participating club shall submit a list of players in strict order of merit who will represent that club in the competition. If a club does not submit such a list by the required date it will be assumed that the club does not wish to enter the competitions.

51. 
Teams in Cup and Plate matches shall comprise four men and four ladies. Clubs shall not register less than this number for each team. However, clubs may register more than this number to represent each

team provided that all players registered in the A team are merited higher than those in the B team and so on. The registration of players which does not comply with the club's order of merit is not permitted and any players registered separate to the provisions of this rule shall be regarded as being registered in the club's lowest team.

52. 
Except as provided for in rule 54, additions to the registration list may be made in writing to the Cup secretary provided that the additional registration is consistent with the club's order of merit and that fourteen days' notice prior to the Monday of cup week is given.

53. 
Except as provided for in rule 54, any player may be re-registered from one to another provided that the club's order of merit is maintained with due regard to the current form of its players. Fourteen days' notice of re-registration prior to the Monday of cup week shall be given to the Cup secretary and confirmed in writing.

54. 
No new registrations or re-registrations to a lower team shall be permitted after the round of the Cup and Plate competitions immediately prior to the semi-final round.  Additionally, when a team ceases to remain in either the Cup or Plate competitions the players registered for that team at the time of its elimination shall not be allowed to be re-registered to a lower team.

55. 
Players may only be registered for the Cup and Plate competitions for a club for which registered in the leagues. Where a player is registered for different clubs in both the Flintshire and Wrexham League it is the

responsibility of the player to nominate which club the player shall represent in the Cup and Plate competitions. Under no circumstances shall that player be permitted to re-register to the other club during the currency of the Cup and Plate competitions.

56. 
In the event of a player playing in a team lower than that for which registered, the match in which the offence occurred shall be awarded to the opposing team.

57. 
In the event of a club playing an unregistered player, the match in which the offence occurred shall be awarded to the opposing team.

58. 
If a club requires a player to play in a team higher than that for which registered, the player may be selected from any of the club's registered players provided that the player is not registered for a team higher than that for which required.

59. 
A player may not play for a higher team than that for which registered on more than two occasions throughout the currency of the Cup and Plate competitions. The total of two shall be cumulative regardless of which of the club's higher teams the player represented. If a player represents a higher team more than twice, the events in which the player played shall be awarded to the opposing team by two games to love. The points scored in such games shall be 15 to the team to whom they are awarded, and the adjusted handicap score, whether plus or minus, to the offending team 60. No player shall be allowed to play in more than one Cup or Plate match in the same night.

61. 
All participating teams shall be allocated a handicap based on the submitted list of players which will apply throughout both Cup and Plate competitions. Handicaps cannot be altered except that the Cup Committee reserve the right to re-handicap in the event of a change of team's personnel by virtue of a new player registration or a re-registration as provided for in rules 52 and 53. There shall be no alteration of handicap for a player representing a team higher than that for which registered.

62. 
Each match shall consist of eight events comprising four mixed, two ladies' and two men's doubles, each event comprising two games of fifteen aces with no setting. The result of the match shall be decided by

the number of games won by each team. In the event of a tie, the team scoring the most points shall be the winner. In the event of a further tie, the first mixed pairs shall play one extra game, the result of which shall decide the match.

63. 
Prior to the commencement of play, captains shall simultaneously exchange team sheets and alterations shall not be permitted during the course of the match. It is not necessary for the pairing of couples to

follow a club's order of merit, but pairs nominated on the team sheet shall be played in strict order of strength in all events.

64. 
At the end of each match, two copies of the score sheet must be signed by the home and visiting captains and the time of commencement of play inserted. The home captain shall be responsible for forwarding one

copy of the score sheet to the cup secretary and one copy to the Association press secretary. If a score sheet is not received by the Cup secretary within seven days of a match the home club will be fined £1.00.

65. 
Matches shall commence promptly at the time stated in the handbook and continue without interruption. Any team responsible for a late start will be fined £2.00. The order of play shall be mixed doubles in order of merit. 1st ladies' doubles, 1st men's doubles, 2nd ladies' doubles, 2nd men's doubles. Players must be available for play on this basis unless prior arrangement has been reached between opposing captains. Any pair not available for play when required shall forfeit the event for which they were late by 15 points to their adjusted handicap score. The order of play may be varied during a match by agreement between captains. Regardless of any prior arrangement, any player arriving after 9.00pm shall forfeit two games be the score 15 points to their adjusted handicap score. The order of play may be varied during a match by agreement between captains. Regardless of any prior arrangement, any player arriving after 9.00pm shall forfeit two games by the score 15 points to their adjusted handicap score in each event. In the semi-final and final rounds the order of play may only be varied with the agreement of or on the instruction of the Cup secretary.

66. 
Visiting teams shall abide by the bye-laws of the home club with regard to lets and faults providing they do not contravene the laws of badminton. Opposing captains shall resolve any other matters which may affect play prior to commencement.

67. 
Feather shuttles shall be used in all Cup and Plate events which shall be provided by the home team, except that all teams in the semi-final round shall provide shuttles and in the final round the Association shall provide shuttles.

68. 
All players taking part in the Cup and Plate competitions and Tournaments must wear proper badminton clothing (NO "Fun" T-Shirts, cycling shorts, etc.) which may be of any colour or combination of colours. The wearing of tracksuits unless all white is not permitted except in the warm-up period.

70. 
Cup and Plate matches must be played during the weeks designated in the handbook except as provided for in rules 71 and 72.

71. 
The postponement of matches is not permitted except for the unavailability of the hall, or in exceptional circumstances, by order of the Cup Committee. Any club wishing to postpone a match must obtain

permission of the Cup secretary before informing the opposing club.

72. 
Any match postponed in accordance with rule 71 must be played during the two week immediately' following the designated week. The home club of a postponed fixture will be responsible for re-arranging the match by offering to the opposing club in writing not less than two alternate dates, one of which must be accepted in writing. For this purpose the Cup and Plate competitions shall take precedence over league fixtures, but the away club may refuse a date on a Sunday or one which coincides with any Association or other league event, In which case a suitable date must be offered. The home club must inform the Cup secretary of the revised date of the fixture immediately it is confirmed.

73. 
If any match is not completed within the time limit stipulated in rule 72 the Cup Committee shall determine the result of the match.

74. The Cup Committee reserves the right to refuse entry to the Cup and Plate competitions for a specified reason.

DISPUTES

75. 
Affiliated clubs and players shall have the right to have any complaint concerning the Association investigated by the Management Committee except that complaints arising from tournaments and the Cup and Plate competitions must be referred to the Tournament Committee respectively, who may at their discretion refer the matter to the Management Committee. All complaints must be made in writing to the

appropriate secretary within seven days of the event causing complaint. If the complaint involves another party, a copy of the letter must simultaneously be sent to that party. In the case of a complaint arising

from a late start or unavailability of players in a Cup or Plate fixture as required in rule 65, the protesting captain must additionally inform the opposing captain at the time of the occurrence. Any affiliated club or

player involved in a dispute shall have the right to be represented at the committee meeting at which the dispute is considered.
